Program Chair, Cynthia Fallon, had arranged for dinner to be catered by Maggiano’s.  Yum, yum!

Two Atlanta Chapter members hold National positions:  Pam Sapp is President of ONCB and Melinda Mock is president of the NAON Foundation.  There are also several Chapter members who have served on National Committees in the past.  If anyone in the Chapter is interested in learning more about a National position, just ask!

There was discussion of the following topics:

Chapter meetings: We will continue holding quarterly meetings.  We may consider a 3 hour mini-workshop on a Saturday early in November.  We will need suggestions for topics and speakers.

Workshop:  We are researching 2-3 venues and will decide on a location by September.

Membership:  We would like to arrange a luncheon for orthopaedic nurse managers to encourage membership and participation in orthopaedic nursing activities.  This will probably be in mid-October, so that managers can nominate a nurse from each facility as an Outstanding Orthopaedic Nurse, to be honored on International Orthopaedic Nurses Day, October 30th.   We need a volunteer to coordinate this.

Scholarships:  The Piedmont Hospital Orthoapedic Nursing Conference is October 30th.  A North Carolina Chapter has a conference planned September 25th.  We would like to send 1-2 members to each of these.  If anyone knows of other conferences, please let us know!

Congress:  We need to revise the Point System to determine who is eligible for funding by the Chapter.  The President-Elect is automatically funded.  The Chapter also pays for the Chapter Dinner at Congress.

NAON Mall/Fundraising:  All Chapter items were on sale in Tampa.  Proceeds were $705.00.  We need suggestions for something new to sell in Seattle.  Cynthia suggested hand sanitizer with a cover with our logo on it.  She will research.

Community Service:  We have scheduled a volunteer day at MedShare for Saturday, Oct 10th, 9-12.  Please let Mary Jo know if you can attend.  We will try to set up car pools, since MedShare is in east Atlanta.

Fit to a T: This is a program about osteoporosis geared to high school seniors.  PB&J sponsors a program for high schoolers about bones and joints.  OPTIONS is another program for high schoolers.  If you are interested in any of these programs to offer in your community, please let Mary Jo know.

NAON Foundation:  Melinda gave us a description of what the Foundation does and the kind of scholarships it funds.  A “brick” was sent around the table to collect donations for the Foundation.  When the Chapter reaches $50.00 in donations, the money will be sent to the Foundation and a special “brick” for the Chapter will be put on the wall. We collected a little over $20.00 tonight.

Industry Support:  If anyone is aware of an industry representative that would like to help the Chapter by sponsoring a speaker/dinner at a quarterly meeting, please let us know.  They might also be interested in sponsoring educational scholarships, etc.

Chapter Website:  Jenny Bell will continue maintaining the website, but we will look for a co-chair to learn and eventually assume the job.  Computer savvy is helpful, but not necessary.  Computer programming is NOT necessary!  There’s a very user friendly program through Network Solutions, our web hosting company.
